Neighborhood Beautification & Improvement:  Meeting took place on December 14th.
Applications from spring and fall 2023 in the same meeting.
Results:  Application 1:  $3,120.00 to purchase 3 commercial grade waste containers at the 3 Historic bus benches throughout the neighborhood.  Approved.

Application 2:  $6,000.00 to contract out to Toledo Signs the purchase of pole mounting brackets and labor to install 20 OWE Banners (previously purchased) on Collingwood.
Decision to use volunteer labor to install and pay up to $3000 in materials if needed. 

Application 3 was submitted by the Collingwood arts center who in conjunction with the Lucas County Landbank is looking to make an Art Park adjacent to the CAC and Colonial Court for public usage, Amount requested $2,000.00.  Approved. 

Application 4 was submitted from the Scottwood community garden in the amount of $2,705.00. Project is onsite and is to purchase materials required to install 9 raised garden beds, soil, compost, tools and plant material. Volunteer labor was specified.

Cannon Construction which is the current contractor under contract has been informed and has agreed to refund $9,000 we have paid. The final goal is to have Roof, foundation and exterior stabilized and find a new owner to bring the home back to a useful property.
